* in September 2004, four classes accommodating
100 children are being taught

Presently the school accommodates 100 pupils.
The school facilities need to be expanded urgently
to accommodate the intake of pupils in September
2007. For this to happen construction work must
begin immediately. The proposed plans will increase
the facilities at the school to cater for 200 pupils.
