Supplies 
were destroyed, classes were damaged 
and they had to delay the students re-
turning from Christmas holidays for a 
whole week. Al-Noor Muslim primary 
school thought they could help them in 
some way to get them back on there 
feet. How about a cake and bake sale? 

Why Crosbyôs primary?  
Our Deputy Head said ñCrosby's was the only 
school they found and knew of,ò she also said 
that they would love to help more schools but 
unfortunately could only raise enough money for 
one school, she went on by saying ñWe chose a 
primary school because we are a primary 
school.ò 
 
We interviewed the Head teacher of our school 
asking when they thought of the idea of raising 
money for Crosbyôs primary. ñI thought of the 
idea of raising money for Crosby's when I read in 
the news paper about the terrible damage caused 
to homes in Carlisle which ruined their Christ-
mas and made them homeless. It occurred to me 
it wasn't just homes it was schools, community 
centres and places of worship.ò she also said she 
was delighted to see Muslims travelling from all 
areas to help out. She went on ñI believe it is im-
portant that our pupils should help out and to 
learn from other people as well.ò 
 
Whilst preparing the bake sale the year 6 teacher 
made hot chocolate with some students. But 
unfortunately it was like drinking milkshake, 
the freezing, cold whether didn't help either. 
The caretaker helped by bringing out the mi-
crowave. Fortunately some parents didn't 
mind drinking the hot chocolate cold. 

Once the school finished counting the mon-
ey, which was a whopping Ã719.33, they 
gave the money to Crosbyôs who sent de-
lightful thank you letters from pupils. Cros-
byôs have now re-opened in porta-cabins. 
Hopefully the Ã719.33 will be spent on 
something that could help them get their 
school back to normal. The headteacher of 
Al-Noor said it was satisfying when they 
gave the money to Crosby's. She said ñIt is 
very important to help people in need and it 
was shocking to find people in our own 
country who are struggling,ò She hopes that 
Al-Noor pupils will help people again and 
again. 
 
The year 3 and 4 pupils of Crosbyôs on Eden 
COE primary school have been sending us 
their thanks by blogging to pupils in our year 
3 and 4 classes. Our pupils have asked how 
things are at Crosbyôs and how the flood af-
fected them. Pupils are also sharing facts 
about each other and what they are learning 
in schoolða great start to our friendship be-
tween schools!
